The CET sets strategic direction and oversees
execution of strategy, and acts as liaisons to IBM
representatives and/or other such organizations as may be
necessary.

Subject Matter Experts (SME)
Subject Matter Experts are responsible for maintaining a
repository of educational sessions for a particular subject
matter area, as well as responsible for session parameters such
as title, abstract, and speakers.  The Subject Matter Experts also
recommend strategic direction for a subject matter area, in 

conjunction with the CET Leaders in the fulfillment of various
Courses of Study.

Tactical Liaisons to Curriculum (TLC)
The Tactical Liaisons to Curriculum are responsible for
coordinating and administering on-site tactical issues related
to sessions, and ensuring they are presented in an optimum
setting.  TLCs (by which team members are known) interface
with conference attendees, speakers, lab/session monitors, and
staff to identify and resolve tactical issues during the
conference.

Conference Support
Guest Program Coordinator
COMMON's Guest Program Coordinator handles the activities
for guests of conference attendees.  This position works with
COMMON staff to oversee the Guest Program and administer
superb hospitality to our guests.  See the logistics section, 
page 7 for more information about COMMON's Guest Program.

COMMON Americas Advisory Council (CAAC)
This council is the IBM and COMMON Americas Advisory
Council.  The council meets on a regular basis to define and
prioritize requirements.

COMMON User Discussion Social (CUDS) Coordinator
The COMMON User Discussion Social (CUDS) activities are part
of the conference support area.  The CUDS Coordinator works
with COMMON staff to oversee the CUDS events.  For more
information on CUDS events, see Conference & Expo Highlights,
page 11.

Expo Advisory Council
Expo Advisory Council was created to be a sounding board for
exhibitors at COMMON conferences, so they may be better
heard.  Its objectives are to solicit input to improve the
COMMON Exposition as well as increase booth sales and
exhibiting vendors.  The Council works to make stronger
exhibits, which benefit the attendee looking for industry
solutions and ultimately contributes to the financial stability of
COMMON.

Finance Committee
The Finance Committee participates in COMMON's budgeting
process, helping to ensure that COMMON is managed in a
fiscally responsible way.

Information Technology (IT)
The volunteer IT members are critical assets to COMMON.  IT
volunteer positions are created to pull together technical skills
and information from COMMON's membership to assist a
successful IT department. COMMON's IT volunteers work behind

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the scenes to make sure everything goes as smoothly as
possible.

One area of the IT department is the Technology Team.  They
have limited responsibility between conferences, yet have a
large commitment during conference.  The Technology Team is
responsible for the set-up, support, and tear-down of the
registration area, labs, and technology rooms during each
conference.  Its members typically arrive a few days before the
conference to set up these areas.

Judicial Affairs Council (JAC)
The Judicial Affairs Council interprets the bylaws, policies,
codes, rules and regulations of COMMON with the advice and
consent of the Board of Directors.  The council also
investigates and handles all disciplinary matters.

LUG Committee
This committee works to enhance and develop the partnership
between COMMON and the Local User Groups (LUGs).

Nominating Committee
The Nominating Committee is charged with presenting an
adequate number of eligible candidates for nomination to the
Board of Directors on an annual basis. This committee is also
responsible for reviewing nominations and selecting recipients
for the Distinguished Service Award, the highest recognition
for COMMON volunteers.

Policies Committee
The Policies Committee drafts new policies as directed by the
Board of Directors, as well as reviews and revises existing
policies to ensure quality organizational management.

Registration On-site Support Team
The Registration On-site Support Team supports COMMON
registration staff members responsible for running on-site
registration at COMMON conferences.  Their assistance ensures
that the registration process of on-site attendees runs
smoothly.

Speaker Excellence Committee (SPEX)
The Speaker Excellence Committee reviews COMMON policies
and procedures associated with recruitment, education,
recognition, motivation, and compensation of speakers.  It also
handles the administration of enhancements, and assists in the
implementation and measurement of speaker programs.

Adherence to the Code is required for
membership in COMMON or participation in any COMMON
events and any violation of the Code may be punishable in
accordance with COMMON’s disciplinary policies and
procedures.  From time to time, the COMMON Board of
Directors shall review this Code of Ethics to ensure that it is
consistent with commonly recognized and accepted principles
of fair conduct.

In recognition of the special relationship between COMMON
